The data in the last five columns comes from a report commissioned by the San Jose Mercury News. Excerpts from the study were published on October 17, 2000. It covers the period 1995 - 1999.The SCORE is
based on a formula that takes into account the differences in caseloads from judge to judge. Each judge was given a positive or negative number score based on how far his or her grant rate was from the median rate for
all cases from a particular country of origin. The scores can then be compared to rank the relative disposition of a judge compared to his or her peers. Judges with higher scores tend to have a more favorable disposition

towards asylum claims in general.
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
